Keyless
is completely stand-alone, with no wiring, and is powered by four
standard AA batteries that will operate for approximately 10,000
functions before signalling that replacements are due. Each set is
supplied in retail packaging and includes polished chrome 60mm
Yale Nightlatch and a silver internal electro-pad, along with a
polished chrome external Keyless unit.

COMPULSORY
TRAINING
According to St. John
Ambulance, 140,000 people in
the UK die each year in situations where first aid could have
saved them. Aid Training is calling for first aid education in
schools to be made compulsory which could significantly reduce
this number.
